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INTRODUCTION

Dynamic Host Configuration Protocol (DHCP) is a standardized network protocol used on Internet
Protocol (IP) networks for dynamically distributing network configuration parameters, such asIP
addresses for interfaces and services. With DHCP, network devices request IP addresses and networking
parameters automatically from a DHCP server, reducing the need for a network administrator or a user to
configure these settings manually.

DHCP servers can be configured to provide optional data that fully configures TCP/IP on a client. Some of
the most common DHCP option types configured and distributed by the DHCP server during leases include
default gateway, router, DNS, and WINS parameters.

This guide describes advanced DHCP options supported on Grandstream products. Administrators can use

these DHCP options for easy setup, to provide specific configuration per device model, synchronize time
with NTP servers, configure ACS server URL on devices and more...

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ENVIRONMENT SETUP

This chapter provides steps to setup a minimal test environment to run DHCP options described in this
guide using DHCP-server via server manager in Windows server 2012.

Administrators can use other Windows or Linux based DHCP servers at their convenience.

Note: This chapter can be skipped if a DHCP server supporting customizing options is already setup.

Step 1: Install DHCP via Server Manager

Before starting the role installation, make sure the computer has a static IP address. In this guide, we will
use Windows Server 2012 with static IP address: 192.168.1.1.

1. Launch the “Add Roles and features Wizard” from the Dashboard on Server Manager, and select

“Role based or feature based installation”.

2. After choosing the server from the “server pool”, select DHCP server from the roles list and go

through the installation steps.
